	All SEN children who require extra sessions on fine motor, behavior or social skills, including new arrivals and those who have been in the school for a longer period.
	
	Children see the importance of sport.   Through PE and movement, SEN children will have an alternative learning environment to practice and improve their social and fine motor skills in a practical, engaging context.  They will  foster teamwork and collaboration among students, helping these children feel more integrated and develop a stronger sense of belonging within the school community as well as benefitting from additional regular physical activity which they can not access otherwise.

	  Opal, along with the structured football timetable, clubs and professional coaching, has greatly enhanced our PE and sports offerings, significantly impacting several key indicators:
1. Staff have been trained to support diverse play activities, promote identification of risk and engagement from pupils which has supported the development of OPAL provision in school.  
2. OPAL and the structured lunchtime football timetable have increased participation in regular physical activities, ensuring all students are active daily. The presence of professional coaches has further motivated students by offering specialised training.
3. The success of these initiatives has highlighted the importance of physical activity in overall school development, integrating these aspects into our school culture.
4. The timetabled use of goals and professional coaching have provided children with varied physical experiences beyond traditional sports, fostering a love for diverse activities.
5. Range of clubs gives children the opportunity to try new sports that they haven’t been confident in doing before, in a smaller, specialised and coached group. 
	  Lunchtimes have been transformed.  These initiatives have empowered children to create their own purpose during downtime, enhanced creativity, teamwork, and communication skills, and led to a notable reduction in behavioral incidents.
 The designated football days have successfully encouraged girls to play football, promoted mixed-gender play, and diversified sports participation. 
Additionally, professional coaching has provided students with access to expert training across various sports, further enriching their physical education experience. This has provided sustainable improvements to the quality of PE and sport at our school, ensuring long-term benefits for our students' physical and social development whilst improving mental wellbeing. 




	Implementation of diverse sports sessions outside of regular PE lessons, including specialist-led activities such as breakdancing, cheerleading and Quidditch.



	Diverse sports sessions, led by specialist professionals, has significantly enhanced our PE and sports offerings, impacting several key indicators:
1. Staff benefit from observing specialist instructors, gaining new skills and insights that they can incorporate into their own teaching.
2. By offering unique activities like breakdancing and Harry Potter sports event, students are excited to participate in physical activity, increasing overall engagement.
3. These diverse sessions have highlighted the importance of PE and sport, integrating them into the broader school culture and emphasising their role in whole school improvement.
4. Children have had the opportunity to try new and diverse sports, broadening their physical activity horizons beyond traditional PE lessons.
5. Exposure to various sports encourages students to explore competitive opportunities in these new activities, fostering a more inclusive sports culture.

	 These sessions allow children to experience a variety of activities, sparking interest and enthusiasm for physical activity. By bringing in specialist professionals, we provide students with high-quality instruction and exposure to unique sports they might not otherwise encounter.

	 Provide extra swimming lessons for children who have not met the required National Curriculum (NC) standard for swimming proficiency.
	The additional swimming lessons have significantly increased water confidence and swimming ability among students who previously struggled to meet the NC standard. By targeting those who need the most support, these lessons have ensured that more children can swim competently, confidently, and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 meters. This focused intervention has also improved their ability to use a range of strokes effectively and perform safe self-rescue in various water-based situations. As a result, it is anticipated that future Year 6 cohorts will see a higher percentage of students meeting the NC swimming standards, however this is difficult to predict due to the transient nature of our school’s pupils from this disadvantaged group.
	 The extra swimming lessons have been particularly beneficial for some of our most vulnerable students.  By providing these students with the necessary support to improve their swimming skills, we are fostering a more inclusive and equitable learning environment. This initiative not only enhances their physical abilities but also builds their confidence and sense of accomplishment. With continued commitment to these extra lessons, we expect to see sustained improvements in swimming proficiency for their future, ensuring that all our students have the essential life skill of swimming.

	 Provide opportunities for children with SEND to engage in physical activity that enhances fine motor skills and social skills. 
	These sessions have improved this cohort's physical fitness, fine motor skills and overall health through regular sessions in a structured, fun environment. The activity also enhanced their social skills through team-based activities. By participating in structured physical, sensory and fine motor skilled based sessions, these pupils are developing better coordination, strength, and endurance, contributing to their overall well-being and academic performance.
	 The sessions have helped address the disparities faced by SEND children in physical education and social skills. This initiative has helped bridge the gap, ensuring that all pupils have equal opportunities to engage in sports and physical education, regardless of their living conditions. The program has also fostered a sense of belonging and inclusion among these students, as they are able to participate fully in school activities. With sustained efforts, we hope to continue providing these valuable opportunities, promoting a healthier and more active lifestyle for all our pupils.

	Our Year 6 cohort's swimming proficiency has been impacted by several local challenges. We have a small cohort of only 13 pupils, so the pupils who did not meet the required standard represent the 16% shortfall. Additionally, this cohort has been joined by refugees who were unable to access swimming lessons during critical learning periods. This gap in instruction has required a catch-up effort for many students
