	Stage 1 – Amber Warning
	Stage 2 – Yellow
	Stage 3 - Red

	Actions:
· interrupting the lesson e.g banging a pencil/ruler
· not on task and wasting time e.g. leaving seat
· talking whilst the teacher is talking or in assembly
· distracting other children
· purposefully making inappropriate noises, gestures or actions 
· antisocial behaviour e.g. burping
· being in school without permission at play/lunchtimes
· unsafe movements around the classroom/school
· deliberately dropping litter/food
· leaving children out of games
· Interfering with another child’s work/property
· Playfighting/rough play


	Actions:
· persistent stage 1 behaviour
· deliberately not completing task set
· minor deliberate damage to another child’s or school property
· disrespectful dialogue about another child or adult
· swearing in a non-aggressive way
· misuse of classroom equipment e.g. dangerous use of scissors
· lying
· KS1/Reception*: ‘physically communicating’ with others
· talking whilst the teacher is talking or in assembly
· playing after the bell has been rung
· Not lining up properly e.g. talking

	Actions:
· persistent stage 2 behaviour
· stealing
· malicious physical actions e.g. kicking, poking, biting, spitting, pushing, pinching or prodding
· spreading hurtful rumours about another child
· lying to get another person into trouble
· making fun of another child/deliberately winding them up/shouting at them
· throwing objects

· refusing to come in after the bell has been rung

· disrespectful language to another child or adult 
· repeatedly not following instructions from adults/running off



	Actions:
· persistent stage 3 behaviour
· leaving the learning environment without permission
· verbal abuse/aggressive swearing 
· verbal threats of violence
· deliberately targeting another child
· inappropriate physical behaviour
· throwing furniture
· significant deliberate damage to another child’s or school property
· inappropriate touching
· throwing or kicking objects in the classroom
· Persistent disruption to the learning in class

	Actions:
· persistent stage 4 behaviour
· actions of physical violence or unsafe behaviour which involves putting themselves or others in the school community (including adults) at risk of harm
· leaving the school premises without consent
· vandalism
· deliberate racist, sexist, homophobic or minority group remarks or behaviour



	Consequences:
Step 1:
Assess the situation and speak to the pupil (assess cause of behaviour).
Step 2:
Reminder of expectation (verbal warning)
Step 3:
Amber Warning given (this is an amber warning I will need to move you if you continue to….., remember our expectation is…)





	Consequences:
· Dialogue with Class Teacher/Teacher involved

· ‘Now’ moment given to reflect (assembly/talking in the line - 5 minutes)

OR if after lunch:

· 5 minutes ‘Now’ moment during the following playtime

· If children display 3 yellow behaviours in a week this qualifies as a red consequence (on the 3rd yellow)
	Consequences:
· Assistant Headteacher/Senior Leadership Team informed and has discussion with pupil
· Incident logged on MyConcern
· Class Teacher to contact parents
· Lose 10-15 minutes of lunchtime (‘Now’ moment)
· If children display 3 red behaviours in a week this qualifies as a purple consequence (on the 3rd red)

	Consequences:
· Lunchtime Isolation
· Headteacher/SENDCO discussion with pupil – this may involve devising a support plan/risk assessment for support going forward e.g. regular meetings with parents
· Accessing Local Authority support if appropriate
· Incident logged on MyConcern
· If children display 3 purple behaviours in a week this qualifies as a blue consequence (on the 3rd purple)

	Consequences:
· incident logged on MyConcern
· Formal meeting with Headteacher and/or SENDCO and parents to devise a support plan
· Suspension (Fixed Term Exclusion)
· Alternative provision
· Governor involvement
· Continue to liaise with external agencies if appropriate
